Tournament/Activity

* We conduct internal tournament continuously as introduction to Correspondence Chess known as PERCAKI Trio Tournament with three-player double-round-robin format until March 2018; and after that we change the format to two-player double-round-robin format on PERCAKI Duo Continuous Tournament, right now we have had 13 tournaments started on Duo. This tournament was supplementary of introduction ICCF FM tournament for new player.

* The second National Championship: Indonesian National Tournament #2 - held on 3/23/2018, this championship was held for our members who agree on our integrity pact and pay membership fee. The 17 player's Triple Block system for a 302-day tournament will be ended on January 2019. The tournament was meant to find out our National Champion and our delegate for ICCF World Championship 2019.

* We held and participated in several friendly matches tournament: Indonesia-Sweden 2018, Mexico - Indonesia 2018, Russia - Rest of the World 2018, Zone 4 v Netherlands 2017

* Indonesian player also participated in ICCF tournament: ICCF Aspirers Group, WS/O, WS/GMN, World Cup 22, World Championship preliminary and semifinal, Zonal Tournament: 20th Africa Asia Zone 4 Championship preliminary and open/invitation tournament: XV Jubilee AEAC – Semifinal, Open "Russia 25 Years" Preliminary, WCCF 7th Invitational, Copa Perú IV honoring Alfredo Cillóniz, LKSF-25 anniversary, FINJUB-55 Preliminary, WCCF 5th Invitational and Open des 80 ans de l'AJEC demi-finale.

Organization
On February 2018 PERCAKI held online 'congress'. In the congress, we talked and conducted survey on how to control, administer and foster correspondence chess throughout Indonesia and to combat inactive, ETL and suspended player from Indonesia, some of the result are:

- swift focus on targeted correspondence chess promotion from online/OTB chess player to more general audience especially to matured-age player
- change registration process and conduct preliminary interview for each new registration
- change internal tournament format and conduct Indonesian championship
- translate ICCF website to Bahasa Indonesia to be added to language selection (not yet completed)
- create incentives package for those who can achieve ICCF IM and higher level

Currently, we have lower new registration but similar acceptance ratio. There is a higher percentage on active player, but we still have players who have ETL and abandon their game. We are still working on reducing this number.
